League Submitting Proposal: Mission Valley Athletic League  Vote from the League Regarding Proposal: 7‐0  Date of Requested Implementation: 2019‐20  Description of Proposal: (include bylaw revision, if appropriate)  
Beginning with the 2019 – 2020 school year, CIF NCS will implement the Open Division in the sports of girls’ and boys’ basketball.

A. In addition to the six existing divisions of competition, a six-team Open Division bracket will be developed. The NCS At-large and Seeding Committee, prior to the development of any of the other division brackets, will subjectively select the six strongest teams in the NCS, based on the currently established at-large and seeding criteria. All teams selected for the Open Division will gain automatic berths in the Northern California Regional Tournament.
B. Only teams from Division 1 through 3 are eligible for the Open Division. Teams from lower divisions that wish to be considered for the Open must choose to move up to at least Division 3 prior to the start of the season.

C. The Open Division bracket will be a pure seed with the top two seeds receiving first-round byes.

D. Assignment of games will be according to the same established policy used in the other six Division brackets and approved by the Board of Mangers.

Changes for Divisions 1 through 3

A. Each of the Divisions with teams eligible for the Open Division will be guaranteed two spots in the NorCal playoffs. Those two teams will be the NCS finalists.
B. In addition, NCS will nominate one at-large team from Divisions 1 through 3 to complete its allotment of 25 teams. Should extra NorCal slots become available, only Division 1 through 3 teams would be considered.
NCS history shows that the best teams, boys and girls, often come from the lower divisions. Ideally, of course, two teams would be selected from each of Divisions 1 through 3, but year to year, there would obviously be a variety of combinations.

Divisions 4 through 6

A. As no teams from Divisions 4 through 6 can be selected for the NCS Open Division, each of these divisions will be guaranteed four spots in Nor Cals.

B. No other Division 4 through 6 teams would be eligible to advance to Nor Cals.

Example from 2018 – 2019

Had the Open Division been in place in NCS this past season, the likely girls’ basketball NorCal participants would have broken down this way:

Open:  Bishop O’Dowd, Carondelet, Heritage, Miramonte, Salesian, St. Joseph Notre Dame

Division 1:  San Ramon, Amador Valley

Division 2:  Montgomery, Redwood

Division 3:  Cardinal Newman, Eureka

At-large:  California

The only change would have been California replacing Marin Catholic as the 25th (at-large team). For reference, MaxPreps rated Marin Catholic as #133 in the state, and California as #74.

Rationale in Support of Proposal:

As “perennial powers”, those teams that consistently attract and develop talent are moved up the ladder of Divisions. Eventually, all of them will wind up in Division 1. At that point, teams already placed in Division 1 will be faced with a major disadvantage vis-à-vis other Divisions, which will have seen the tops teams in their respective divisions slowly migrate toward Division 1.

And, of course, as those perennial powers move up the divisional ladder, one division at a time, they will take NorCal bids away from Divisional teams that otherwise would have received them.

By creating an Open Division, the perennial powers and teams that have emerged as stronger than their divisional level of play, will be placed in a situation where they will compete with other programs at their level. And, by guaranteeing Open Division teams a place in NorCals, it rewards successful programs.

In addition, this proposal will create more competitive postseason games in the NCS Championships.

First, taking the top six teams in NCS into the Open will allow the strongest teams in NCS to battle it out for the Open Division Championship and automatic berth into the NorCal Open Division, creating highly competitive and potentially revenue-enhancing games that could be attractive to streaming media. 

In the Division 1 through Division 3 brackets, the implementation of the Open Division will not only increase the number of competitive first round games, but will make for better throughout, including the finals. 

Possible Objections to Proposal:

Each of the top three divisions could wind up with fewer berths to the NorCals, depending on which teams are selected to the Open. The present system guarantees them four slots each, but it is possible that one of the divisions (likely Division 1) would receive more than two bids into the Open, meaning that either Division 2 or Division 3 would receive fewer than four. We feel this negative is offset by the positive of removing the elite teams from each division, thus creating more competitive divisional brackets that allow teams to compete against opponents of their own level for the two guaranteed berths.

Another objection might be that a very strong Division 4, 5, or 6 team might be prevented from moving to the Open. We feel this is unlikely, but we also feel that a Division 4, 5, or 6 school that feels it has a potential Open team should be able to choose to move up to Division 1, 2, or 3.

Income/Expenses Related to Implementation:

This proposal will very likely generate more income for NCS, if only because of the extra Open games; but we feel the opportunity for increased income is much greater.

First, there will be fewer lopsided scores and almost predetermined outcomes in every bracket, which will make it more likely fans will attend. Neither fans of heavily favored schools, or significant underdogs, are likely to travel, but with more closely contested games in each bracket, attendance should increase.

Second, attendance in the Open Division should be good for all games, as matchups between elite teams almost always draw well.

Finally, the Open games are an opportunity to generate media revenue, especially the championship games.

Proposal supported 8-0 by Girls’ Tennis Coaches

Current Rule:

NCS Division 2 Team Tennis Championships are held over a single week with 1st round on Tuesday, quarterfinals on Thursday and both semifinals and finals on Saturday at the site provided by the top semifinal seed with semis in the morning and finals in the afternoon. For D1, NCS arranges a single neutral site to host both semifinals and finals. For D2, a site is not arranged so the highest semifinalist seed must secure courts for both semifinals and the finals.
Proposed Change:

For Division 2 only, shift the semifinals to the site of the higher seeded semifinalist on Friday, the day before the finals match. Keep the finals at the site of the higher seed starting in the afternoon.
Pros:

1. Does not require the playing of two matches on a single day.
2. Allows the higher seeded semifinalist to host during that round, rather than travel to the site of the #1 seed which means the second highest seed does not get to host.
3. Allows some additional time to focus and prepare for the finals match.
Cons:

1. Should a semifinalist be a school a significant distance from the site of the finals, logistics could be challenging (i.e., Semis Friday in Eureka and Finals Saturday in East Bay). 
2. Loses the potential value of having all four schools play at a common site if the host school has a site with sufficient courts to accommodate that. Typically, this is not the case and one semi is near, but not at the site of the other semifinal.

Commissioner recommendation that the Section open dialogue concerting the competitive equity process in football, based on the evaluation of NCS staff that the current process has flaws that are concerning. The process to date has moved more competitive teams to high divisions and less competitive teams to a lower division, yet the system has inequities that should be addressed. 
Concerns of NCS Staff are as follows:

1. Slow movement of competitive teams to higher divisions 
2. Return of teams to a lower division 
3. Uneven number of schools in each division 
4. Slow movement, or no movement, of teams that are not competitive in their current division 
5. The system is difficult to manage  
Either the system should have additional rules or adjustments to better serve NCS member schools or the section should possibly look at a model that uses a three-year average ranking that places the most competitive teams in the highest division, the next grouping of more competitive teams in the next division, the next grouping of more competitive teams in the next division, etc., similar to what is currently  being conducted in the San Diego, Los Angeles, Southern, Central and Central Coast Sections.

	The NCS Office receives many calls during the year about swag/free merchandise provided to individuals invited to attend Nike/NCAA or other camps. Can students accept such swag/free merchandise? CIF 212 is the rule that guides CIF member schools concerning such swag/free merchandise.

CIF 212 states that a student will become ineligible for CIF competition in a given sport if the student is determined to be a professional by the national sports governing body (NSGB) for the sport in question. 

Each NSGB governs amateur status. Therefore, when these questions arise the school is required to contact the NSGB concerning the amateur status of a student. To date, NCS staff has not been aware of any student who was considered a professional. Based on various examples students have not been provided with any swag/free merchandise that would make them a professional. NCS staff is aware of one swimmer who was provided funds from the USA Olympic Committee to travel to train or attend a camp/clinic, but the funds, under USA Swimming rules, did not make the student a professional. e. The school's team(s) shall be suspended from post-season competition, not to exceed one calendar year.

f. The school's team shall be suspended from its league for the balance of the season.

g. The school, in the event of repeated violations, shall post a $300 bond with the league. The bond will be placed in the league account. It will be returned to the school after two calendar years have elapsed without an additional eligibility violation.

h. The school shall be suspended from post-season participation in all sports, not to exceed one calendar year.

i. The school shall be suspended from its league for the balance of the season.

j. The school shall be suspended from participation in its league for a period of time not to exceed one calendar year.

	Over the past couple of days, there have been some questions re: Foundation Games and scheduling of basketball scrimmages/games. Please share this information with your coaches and double check their schedules. The NCS Board has given NO recourse for going over the maximum # of contests. Any school that violates the max allowable (26) will not be allowed to participate in the section championships. Please be extremely careful with your schedules.

 

Foundation Games: For the purposes of this conversation, Foundation Games are not considered scrimmages or contests and may be played on Tuesday, Nov. 26, regardless of what games or scrimmages have taken place prior to this date. 

 

Alumni Games: NCS 101H, Note 4. “Varsity teams in non-contact sports may participate in one game or scrimmage with its own alumni or faculty without the game or scrimmage counting against the maximum # of contests allowed. (This alumni or faculty “game” does not count as a scrimmage or a contest.)” Alumni games may take place during the season of sport, regardless of what games or scrimmages have taken place prior to the scheduled alumni/faculty game.

 

Maximum # of Contests/Scrimmages: CIF Bylaw 1206C. The CIF rule now states that a maximum of two scrimmages are allowed prior to your first contest. If you decide not to use one/or either of these, you may schedule a scrimmage after your first game, BUT you have to reduce your game count. For example: School A schedules one scrimmage on Nov. 10, followed by its first game on Nov. 15 and another scrimmage on Nov. 17. This is permissible, however the total allowable games for the season is now 25. This same principle applies to all sports, although the max allowables differ.

	An air quality index of less than 151 must be registered for all high school outdoor athletic events hosted by NCS member schools during preseason, league and section championship events. NCS member schools may not host outdoor contests when the AQI is equal to or greater than 151. NOTE: Host school determines AQI using an app or website information. 	NCS Rule 205—Initial Scholastic Eligibility

To be eligible, any student entering from the eighth graded into a CIF four-year high school, a junior high or a junior high under the provisions of Bylaw 303, must have achieved an unweighted 2.0 GPA , on a 4.0 scale, in enrolled courses at the conclusion of the previous grading period.

Probationary Period

The governing board of each school district, private school, or parochial school may adopt, as part of its policy, provisions that would allow a student who does not achieve the above requirement in the previous grading period to remain eligible to participate in interscholastic athletics during a probationary period. The probationary period shall not exceed one semester in length, but may be for a shorter period of time, as determined by the governing board of the school district, private school, or parochial school. A student who does not meet the above requirements during the probationary period shall not be allowed to participate in interscholastic athletics during in the subsequent grading period.

CIF RULE 201

STANDARDS OF ELIGIBILITY

(4)  Enrollment standards for purposes of Bylaw 510 (pre-enrollment contact)
a. General information about athletic programs, physicals, summer activity, camps, etc. may be distributed to middle school students only by a CIF member school administrator or athletic director. 
Question: What may representatives of a senior high school do as far as contact with junior high/middle school students is concerned? 

Answer: Because a graduate of a junior high/middle school may enter any high school in California and may be residentially eligible in accordance with all CIF rules, contact by senior high school representatives is regulated. Individual coaches cannot visit or initiate contact with junior high/middle school students, but it would be permissible for the school administrator or athletic director (not the coach) of a senior high school to visit the junior high/middle school campus for the purpose of informing students of the total athletic program at the senior high school. However, it is legal for a high school coach to be part of a total open house and/or school orientation (academics, activities, but not athletics by itself) where a student is part of a general gathering of students on the high school campus and such activity has the approval of the high school and junior high/middle or elementary school principal.

b. 8th graders who have not graduated from the 8th grade may not participate in any athletic communication(s) conducted by any high school coach that is not part of a school-wide high school presentation until May 1 and only if the student has registered for classes at the CIF member school and, in the case of a private school, also paid a non-refundable registration fee. 
Question: What means of communication may coaches use after May 1? 
Answer: Coaches may communicate with 8th grade families via phone, email or letters but must do so in accordance with school/ school district/governing board policy.

c. The student may not practice or compete in any contest at any high school, even if they have registered for classes and/or paid a non-refundable registration fee, until they have graduated from the 8th grade. 
d. Contact between coaches (and others associated with the athletic program) and students or their parents during summer activity conducted by a CIF member school, shall not be considered pre-enrollment contact requiring disclosure, if the student has, previous to that summer, registered for classes at the CIF member school and, in the case of a private school, also paid a non-refundable registration fee and has officially withdrawn from the previous school as long as the contact does not occur prior to the conclusion of the student’s former school’s year end. Such contact is not required to be disclosed. All other contact not covered in this circumstance between coaches (and others associated with the athletic program) and students or their parents must be disclosed as required in Bylaws 206, 207 and 510. (Revised April 2018 Federated Council) 
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
