	The sit-out period remains in effect—up to each school to determine their own SOP dates.
It is up to schools to set the dates and monitor the dates. It is important to remember that a student may not play more than half of the normal length of the season. It is totally up to the school to determine eligibility during the SOP. 

If a league has only five football games this season, a student-athlete with a SOP is eligible to play all five of those games because the max allowed to be played during a regular season is one-half of those games, as determined in NCS 101H and the schedule. If there are 6 contests, the student-athlete could play 5 of those contests.

In softball, a sit-out period would be ½ of the 24 allowed, or 12 games. If a team has 15 games this season, then the sit-out is three of those games. The specific games to sit-out must be immediate. It is NOT pick and choose.

	The COVID-19 pandemic has certainly increased the number of club teams in the area. Following a club coach is a violation of Bylaw 510. When you get these transfers, you need to ask the questions like those below.

· Did your student play on a club team? If so, which one?

· Who are his/her teammates at the same school?

· Is there access to the team website?

· Ask for rosters of those teams.

Remind parents/guardians/students that if they don’t answer honestly, the penalty is two years of ineligibility. Lying or hiding is not tolerable.

If you have the family in front of you, take the time to fill out the transfer waiver right there. Don’t just give it to them and have them take it home. This is important because we know that parents don’t always read everything from a school before they sign.
