	Who is currently practicing?

· Analy and El Molino are currently allowed to do “summer-type” conditioning, with no equipment. However, neither school has teams practicing now.
· Cardinal Newman has been working out outside, but at the present time as their field needs to be cleaned before it can be safely used again. When working out, they have been using equipment in accordance to county health guidelines. CNHS has also been doing drills, using their gym, as it is considered by the county to be “usable space” and is not classified as a fitness center. All of their activities have been approved by their superintendent.
· Jeff Nielson, AD at CNHS, will share their guidelines with all ADs and has a video to share that shares comments and suggestions from a SF Epidemiologist as he toured the campus.
· Santa Rosa City Schools will be finalizing a plan for school athletic usage for fall sports only on October 5, with a plan for activity to begin on October 12, if the plan is approved.
· Healdsburg is allowed to do outside conditioning only; no gyms, no equipment
· Rancho has a process for clearing their athletes for summer activities. Teams that have elected to practice have been working out outside, with no share equipment.
· St. Vincent HS follows the same guidelines as those from CNHS.
· Ukiah allows training and conditioning under the auspices of district regulations. It is all done outside.
· Windsor has been allowing outside activities, no indoor activities. Student-athletes and coaches must be masked. There is some shared use of balls, i.e., in football and volleyball. Completion of the NFHS Covid class is required for a coach to practice on campus. 

	
	How long does your district anticipate distance learning will take place?
· West Sonoma County School District estimates that distance learning will take place throughout the first semester. However, they are optimistic that they will be able to conduct athletics, even while distance learning.owHow
· CNHS will move to hybrid learning, as soon as that option is approved by the county health dept.

· SRCS has already decided that distance learning will be in effect for the entire first semester. There was no response with regard to whether or not fall sports athletes may begin practicing on December 7.

· Rancho Cotate--distance learning for the first semester. Scotty was unsure as to whether or not students would be allowed to participate in sports while distance learning.

· St. Vincent is aligned with CNHS; they do not see that sports will take place unless there is hybrid learning.

What do you think about dividing the tennis season into two parts? One for boys and one for girls? How about golf? 
· No AD was in favor of either proposal. 
· Jan will be meeting with golf and tennis coaches on Tuesday, October 13. This will be a Zoom meeting.
Date for assessment of dues? 
· There is enough money in the checking account to pay Jan for the remainder of the fiscal year. No dues will be assessed this school year, unless schools are able to obtain a solid revenue source.
