It is the belief of the Commissioner that schools are focused more on their own school’s position in any new playoff system, and any proposal must consider all challenges faced by all schools concerning playoffs. Based on evaluation by NCS administrative staff the following proposal was developed for consideration: 
1. NCS would gain one qualifier to the CIF Nor-Cal/State Championships, a reduction of a ratio of potential qualification of 17.5 to 1 down to a ratio of 15 to 1. 

2. Division 1 would include Open and Non-Open brackets of four teams. The Open winner would advance to the CIF and the losing teams in the Open would be placed back in the Non-Open bracket, allowing all teams to compete for the possibility of qualifying to the CIF Nor-Cal/State Championships. These brackets would require a four-week format.

3. Divisions 2-6 would be eight-team brackets and end in three weeks, allowing for teams who do not qualify to move to winter sports. Each division would have a qualifier to the CIF.

3. If participating teams opt to not complete the Section Championships the Commissioner or his/her designee will decide which team will proceed to the State Championships using the following criteria: 

a. a. Head-to-Head result 

b. b. Coin flip or the drawing straws if there are more than two teams. 

4. Championships that are not completed are vacated, unless, as determined by the Section Commissioner, or his/her designee, a method is determined that allows for final place determination.

f) In the sport of basketball, football, volleyball, lacrosse, team tennis, water polo, soccer, softball and baseball, a team shall have compiled either an overall record of at least an equal number of wins and losses, or an overall record of at least an equal number of wins and losses against teams in its own division, or an equal number of wins and losses against teams in league competition in order to participate in the NCS/Les Schwab Tires Championships. Note: League record does not count the league playoffs. (Board of Managers, 1/18/08) NOTE: In the sports of volleyball, football, and basketball NCS Staff will honor division placement established by the other sections, regardless of the enrollment of the school. 
1. “.500 record” is defined as a team having an equal number of wins and losses. NOTE: A 0-0 record is not considered an even record for purposes of qualifying to the NCS Championships.

2. “Teams in its own division” is defined as any NCS team whose grades 9- 12 enrollment fall within the school’s NCS/ Les Schwab Tires Divisions. (See NCS Division ranges), or the division of placement based on the competitive division model. 

NOTE: In the sports of volleyball, football, and basketball NCS Staff will honor division placement established by the other sections, regardless of the enrollment of the school.

3. Games against teams outside the United States will not be counted in determining the “.500 record within a division”.

4. NCS Staff, or assigned representative, may use, for the purposes of determination of qualification to the NCS Championships any team whose grades 9-12 enrollment fall within the school’s NCS/ Les Schwab Tires Divisions, when enrollment is used to determine divisions within NCS.

	506H School Event Conflicts vs. NCS/Les Schwab Tires Championship Series Event Calendar 

The following policy outlines how conflicts between school events and NCS/Les Schwab Tires Champion- ship Series Events will be managed. 

1. In team sports, NCS staff will attempt to avoid official school conflicts, if and when possible, the school conflict is reported to NCS in the following manner. For first round games, all conflicts must be submitted to the NCS by 8:00 a.m. on the day of that sports’ seeding meeting. For all other rounds, all conflicts must be submitted by 12 noon one day prior to each subsequent round. Any school conflict reported after championship assignments have been posted will not be considered. In individual sports, NCS Staff will not alter published championship event dates or times due to conflicts with participating schools’ schedules.

The NCS/Les Schwab Tires Championship event dates may be altered due to inclement weather, loss of facilities and circumstances beyond the control of NCS. Should the event be postponed due to circumstances beyond the control of the NCS as hitherto mentioned, and a participating school(s) has properly notified the NCS staff of official school conflicts before the first-round games, the NCS staff shall have the authority, if possible, to reschedule the game to a day and time that is convenient for both schools to participate and compete.

	Closing of Rincon Valley Christian High School 

Below are the eligibility waiver rules that have been approved by the CIF to determine eligibility for students who have attended Rincon Valley Christian High School and complete the 2018-2019 school year and then transfer to another school based on the school closure.

1. Any current Rincon Valley Christian freshman, sophomore or junior student who chooses to enroll in any private school will be granted unlimited transfer eligibility without the need for the completion of transfer paperwork. The Section will require a list of students from the enrolling school. 

2. Any current Rincon Valley Christian freshman, sophomore or junior student who chooses to enroll in the public school of their current attendance area will be granted unlimited transfer eligibility without the need for the completion of transfer paperwork. The Section will require a list of students from the enrolling school.

3. Any current Rincon Valley Christian freshman, sophomore or junior student who does not enroll at a private school, or the public school of their current attendance area, for the 2019-2020 school year and chooses to transfer to another school will have their transfer eligibility considered under CIF Bylaw 207. Paperwork must be filed with the NCS Office according to the CIF 207 and CIF Home electronic waiver procedures.

a. Students who have not participated on any athletic teams, at any level, for the previous 12- calendar months will be granted unlimited eligibility if all other CIF and NCS rules are followed. 

b. Students who participated in the 12-calendar months prior to the enrollment date of the enrolling school may be granted either limited or Sit-Out Provision eligibility. The closing of a school will be considered a hardship, however, all other CIF and NCS rules apply. Hardships will only be denied if there is evidence of an athletically motivated transfer, violation of CIF 207.C and 510. Such transfers may appeal their eligibility. Transfers determined by the Section to be a violation of CIF 207.C and 510 are ineligible for one calendar year from the date of enrollment. 
4. Any transfers under item three will not be approved if there is any violation of CIF 207.C or 510. There can be no athletic motivation, prima facie evidence of an athletically motivated transfer, influence of any enrolling school by either coaches, asst. coaches, volunteer coaches, family member of any paid or unpaid coaches, former athletes, current athletes, booster club member members, school students, former school students, alumni, teachers and other employees, coaches who become employed, active applicants for coaching positions, etc. as listed in CIF 510

Wrestling bylaw 15.900
The position of NBL representative to the North Coast Section wrestling management committee shall be voted on by the current North Bay League varsity wrestling coaches and approved by the NBL athletic director.  The term shall be two-years. The league representative will represent the North Bay League in a fair and equitable manner at required functions, to include  at the fall and spring Wrestling Management Committee meetings. and the North Coast Section Wrestling Championships Seeding Meeting. If this position is vacated during the two-year term, a new election will be held.

The NBL wrestling representative and a representative from the first place team will attend the. The varsity coaches of the teams that finish first and second at the NBL Qualifying Tournament will represent the North Bay League at the NCS Seeding Meeting. If the varsity coach of either the first or second place cannot attend the seeding meeting, then the varsity coach of the third place team shall attend the seeding meeting.  If only one of the varsity coaches from the first, second or third place team can attend the seeding meeting, then the representative to the management committee shall attend as the second NBL representative. If a representative from the first place team is the elected league representative or if the representative from the first place team cannot attend for any reason, then a representative from the second place team shall attend the NCS seeding meeting. If the second place team cannot send a representative, then a representative from the third place team shall go, and so on, to ensure that there will be two representatives in attendance at the NCS Championships Seeding Committee Meeting. In case of a tie for first place, which would result in a tie for the NBL representative to the NCS Championships, the coach of the team with the highest finish in the NBL tournament will be the representative. In case of a tie for first place at the NBL qualifying tournament, the varsity coaches of the tied teams will attend the seeding meeting. 
The league representative is required to represent the entire league and all league wrestlers, regardless of school affiliation.
